If yes, you must have written permission from your doctor allowing you to take riding lessons at 3-C Farm.

Private Equitation Classes:  $70.00 a class.  This consists of 15 minutes of tacking up your horse, 30 minutes of instruction on the horse and 15 minutes of cooling down the horse and putting it away.  This is a one-on-one student/horse/instructor class.

Group Classes:  $50.00 a class.  This consists of 15 minutes of tacking up your horse, 60 minutes of instruction on the horse and 15 minutes of cooling down the horse and putting it away.  This is a group of students with the instructor.

Roping Classes:  $75.00 a class.  This consists of 15 minutes of tacking up your horse, 30 minutes of roping the Heel-O-Matic on horseback and 15 minutes of cooling down the horse and putting it away.  Only students that are advanced enough in riding will be allowed to take this class.  Pam Cornett must approve all students.

Sessions:
Spring:  April, May June



Summer:  July, August, September




Fall:  October, November, December

Winter:  January, February, March

All students must fill out the Reservation and Request Form for three months.  Please try to find the same day and time for all your riding lessons.  If a student is ill or is out of town, you must call AT LEAST 48 HOURS (2 DAYS) before your scheduled class time or you will be charged for the class – NO EXCEPTIONS.  This includes both private and group classes.  We have voice mail specifically for this purpose, so please use it.  Make-up classes will be made up only in the same month of the scheduled time and cancellation.  If you are sick the day of the lesson and expect a make-up class, you must have a doctor’s note dated the day of the missed lesson.

Payments are due one month in advance or you may pay for the whole quarter or pay $4.00 late fee per student per month.  Returned check fee is $50.00.  Neither 3-C Farm nor the instructors shall be responsible for any injury, death, and loss of equipment or personal property to horse or student.  I, the undersigned, have read and fully agree to the above conditions in the Horsemanship Class Agreement.  Students and student’s horses brought to classes or horseshows must carry and use their own insurance in case of any injuries that could occur at anytime at 3-C Farm.  I give permission for the above named student to take horseback riding lessons at 3-C farm and to be in any 3-C Farm Horseshows.
